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LUXURY BUG HOTEL GETS 5* RATING
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School had two special visitors
last week when conservationists
Fiona and Gavin (pictured left
with the Reception children) took
time off from their busy schedule
to teach our children how to
protect the environment.

Fiona, who lives in Lewknor and
works for the Chiltern Society,
started the day with an assembly
explaining the type of work she
does and how some species of
plants and animals are under
threat. The children were taught
how very important it is to take
care of their environment.

Each class went on a bug and plant hunt, and Fiona and Gavin
were on hand to explain all about the wildflowers and insects the
children came across in the church yard and school grounds. The
children also collected some bugs in special pots (Holly is pictured
below with Fiona) as they walked round the grounds, and these
bugs were placed in our new bug hotel.

Fiona and Gavin showed the children how to construct the hotel
(see picture right). Our local pub, The Leathern Bottle, kindly
donated some pallets, which provided the frame of the hotel.

The children had brought in from home plant pots,

cardboard and bamboo canes. They also gathered

sticks, leaves, pebbles, bark and moss, which all went

into the hotel because it helps make the insects feel

right at home!

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The children learned that invertebrates
like millipedes like to burrow in straw,
while spiders, woodlice, centipedes and
beetles shelter under layers of wood.

Amphibians, like frogs, enjoy the cool
shade of tiles, while the hollow stems of
bamboo canes make a great home for
solitary bees.

The children also discovered that there
could be up to 2,000 species of insects
living in their gardens.

A healthy packed lunch should include something from each of the four main food groups -

starchy carbohydrates (bread, rice, potatoes, pasta), fruit and vegetables, protein containing foods (meat, fish, eggs and

beans), and milk and dairy foods — as well as a drink. Here are some ideas of items for each group:

Starchy carbohydrates
A sandwich/roll/wrap/pitta bread (trying using wholegrain varieties or 50/50)
Pasta/couscous/rice
Protein filling
Lean meat/chicken/turkey (add lettuce or tomatoes!)
Fish/tuna (add cucumber or peppers!)
Eggs
Beans
Fruit and vegetables
Chop raw vegetable crudités such as carrot sticks which can be great for dipping in hummus
Fresh fruit (apple, grapes, banana, kiwi)
Dried fruits (raisins, apricots)
Dairy
Low fat yoghurt — plain or fruit (watch out for those high in sugar!)
Small pot of rice pudding
Low fat cheese slices
Added extras
Plain popcorn or reduced fat crisps
Sugar-free jelly pot
A plain biscuit

(There's nothing wrong with this, just try to make healthier choices when you can)

Put in a drink — It is important to stay hydrated, so give your child a bottle of plain water, plain milk (skimmed

or semi-skimmed), or no added-sugar fruit juice

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FREE SCHOOL MEAL ENTITLEMENT

From April 2015, the threshold figure which forms part of the tax credit free school meal eligibility category is £16,190.

Pupils whose parents/carers receive the following support payments are entitled to free school meals (assuming the parent does
not receive Working Tax Credit). Under the current criteria, children who receive, or whose parents receive, one or more of the
following support payments are entitled to receive free school meals and eligible for two-year-old funding:-

® |ncome-based and contribution-based Jobseekers Allowance or ESA on an equal basis
Income Support
Income-based Jobseekers Allowance
Income-related Employment and Support Allowance

Child Tax Credit, provided they are not entitled to Working Tax Credit and have an annual income, as assessed by Her
Majesty's Revenue and Customs, that does not exceed £16,190

Guaranteed Element of State Pension Credit

Where a parent is entitled to Working Tax Credit run-on (the payment someone receives for a
further four weeks after they stop qualifying for Working Tax Credit).

Support under part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999.

Working Tax Credit, provided they have an annual gross income of no more than £16,190 per year (eligible for two-year-old
funding only)

Universal Credit

If you believe your child may be eligible to receive free school meals, please complete an application form and return it to the
school office as soon as possible. Application forms can be downloaded from the school website or found in paper form in
the letter rack at school. There is a very simple, confidential, process we can run through Oxfordshire County Council
to check eligibility.
